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Board and CEO Report

In 2010, Buduchnist Credit
Union reported outstanding

financial results, including
record loan growth, a strong
deposit increase, steady

membership growth and solid
earnings.

While delivering these impressive results, we
invested in our future, expanded our BCU brand,
returned profits to our members and gave a record
$1.7 million to our community. 2010 was a testament
to a clear strategy and our ability to execute. Our
Board and staff worked in tandem to turn strategy
into results.

Record Growth At December 31st, the Credit
Union assets alone increased 10.7% to $523 million, a
record $50 million for the year. This growth was led
by strong loan demand resulting in the granting of
901 new loans for a record $135 million. For the year,
our assets under management (off-balance sheet)
exceeded $91 million.

Members invested a further $40 million with
Buduchnist CU, a net growth of 9.6% increasing
members’ deposits to $457 million by year-end. Our
CU welcomed 1,246 new members, 64% under the
age of 50 years. Our ability to continually attract
new, young members to our Buduchnist family is a
testament to our member satisfaction and to our
staff’s commitment and hard work.

Solid Earnings Interest on members’ loans
increased narrowly year over year when factoring in
the growth of our assets. Other income benefited
from significant revenues generated by BCU Wealth
Management whose assets under management
surpassed $86 million at year-end.

Net earnings from operations totalled $3.2
million, also a new milestone for our Credit Union.
We are committed to growing our business from
this higher level of performance. We look forward
to meeting this challenge head on!

Profit Sharing The BCU Patronage Plan returned
$700,000 back to our members: a 3.0% dividend on
member shares; a 3.50% dividend on Bonus Shares

and patronage dividends of some $600,000,
distributed 50% in cash and 50% in additional Bonus
Shares.

Community Commitment As always, Buduchnist
CU gave back. We allotted a total of $1.7 million
back to the community in advertisements on radio,
television and in print; in sponsorships of
community events and in donations for cultural,
educational and humanitarian causes championed
by our community partners.

BCUBrand In2010, we promoted our BCU brands:
our brokerage and investment business, BCU
Wealth Management; our virtual savings account,
BCU Link Savings; our member profit sharing
program, BCU Patronage Plan; our community
partner, BCU Foundation; and our newest business,
BCU Insurance Services. We will continue to
strengthen our personal and commercial
relationships with, and to the benefit of, our
members through each of our business lines and
endeavours.
