Meeting our members’ needs...Together

Following the crisis in financial markets in 2008,
the year 2009 opened in the midst of a world-wide
economic recession. Many countries, including Canada
implemented stimulation measures to foster a concerted
global economic recovery. By the end of the year, by all
accounts, Canada was easing out of recession. The
recovery is uncertain, however, as our largest trading
partner, the United States lags the recovery, posing a
real possibility of renewed recession here at home.

In setting our plans for 2009, we remained
cautiously optimistic, staying our course. After all, we
had taken pre-emptive action, lowering costs and
increasing provisions. We focused on our strengths,
deploying capital to execute our long term strategy, to
grow, expand and to meet our members’ needs.

In February, Buduchnist CU officially re-launched
BCU Wealth Management in our newly acquired street
level premises adjacent to our Head Office at 2282
Bloor Street West. Pleased with the professional
service, attention and advice, our members continue to
reward BCU Wealth Management with their loyalty, their
business and with new referrals.

Later in February, Buduchnist CU was approached
by St. Mary’s Credit Union with the proposal to merge
our two operations. On May 31, St. Mary’s CU joined
BCU adding $20 million of deposits and $15 million of
loans to our balance sheet. Dividends were returned to
St. Mary’s members and donations were made to the
community in recognition of the sixty years of equity
building by St. Mary’s CU and the community which it
served. Our new members gained access to all of our
branches, and to an expanded suite of products and
services. The Board and members of St. Mary’s Credit
Union displayed foresight, leadership and a will to
succeed. Thank you for your confidence in BCU and
for joining with us. Together....we are surely, stronger!

In June, we officially opened our new West
Mississauga/Oakville branch located at 3015 Winston
Churchill Blvd. (at Dundas Street). As many of our
younger members move further west from the City of
Toronto and now from the City of Mississauga, so, too,
does BCU. Our Winston Churchill Branch offers a full
range of financial services, along with in-house financial
planning and wealth management services. Our focus
will be the ever increasing needs of our members and
the nuances particular to this new promising location.

For the balance of 2009, we laid the groundwork
for expanding and renovating our Ottawa branch and for
growing our business by exploring new and emerging
opportunities. We will evaluate each and every
opportunity to assess its benefit to the future of our
Credit Union and our membership.

From a financial perspective, BCU had yet another
successful year. Assets increased $38 million to $473
million or 8.6%, while total assets under management
reached $550 million by December 31, 2009. The low
interest rate environment helped to catapult loan
demand to a record level of $102 million which, in turn,
resulted in a net growth in our loans portfolio of $42
million reaching $401 million by year end. Member
deposits increased at a slower rate of 6.6% or $26
million surpassing $417 million. Earnings before
operating costs increased by $1.1 million which
included an adjustment in the fair market value of our
ABCP investment of $319,000. And we gave back to
our members and to the community. Donations and
community sponsorships topped $1.2 million while
dividends exceeded $597,000. Net income of $2.4
million was transferred to retained earnings further
building our regulatory capital or capital base to $41
million or 8.79% of assets, well in excess of the 4.00%
required by regulation.

In addition to our St. Mary’s members, we
welcomed 1,229 new members to the Buduchnist
family.

Our continued success is the direct result of board
and staff working in unison, caring for the Credit Union
and respecting the community that they serve and to
which, in large part, they contribute BCU is first and
foremost a community - a community of members,
board representatives, staff and community partners.
Together we will continue to innovate and initiate, move
forward and thrive. Together we build a successful and
unique Buduchnist.

To our members, we simply say, thank you. Thank
you for your loyalty, unwavering support and confidence
in our mutual endeavour. Together...we all win!
